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F s 4l Sermon Review
— GOSSIP

by
Rev. Erik J. Buss

OYou shall not go out as a tale bearer
among your people.O (Lev 19:16) In any
group where a lot of people know each other, gossip is going to
become an issue. In church groups it is evenmore likely because the
people care deeply about what is right and wrong. What can we do
to let the Lord keep a watch over the door of our lips? (Ps 141:3)

Gossip is so hard to deal with, in part because the powers of hell
give us a strong sense of déight when we talk about others. And it
is also hard because community does have a role to play in
addressing concerns. We do, at times need to talk about leaders, the
direction of the country or the church, the actions of our next door
neighbor. The trick is to have the honesty & integrity to know when
weOre crossing the line

Today weOll look at what does gossip does. Then weOll look at
some of the boundaries that can keep us from crossing the line.

Gossip is a form of murder. The term Ocharacter asassinationO
has worked its way into our language because we know what it
feels like for someone to plant the verbal knife in our back.

We also often break the 8th commandment when we gossip. OOTo
bear false witness® symbolizes in the sense nearest the letter to lie
about the neighbor by accusing him falsely.O (AE 1109) This is
talking about lying about someone in a court of law P perjuring
yourself. maliciously. But think about all the times people pass of
false rumors. When you pass on an unsubstntiated rumor, you
falsely accuse someone, and may be murdering them.

These teachings are sobering, and they should be. Think about
what your life could be, think about what this community's life
could be, if we could avoid all spiritual murder and ly ing, if we
truly did not denigrate the good name of anyone, if we could
disagree with true respect.

A Scriptural teaching takes this a step further: OJudge not, that
you be not judged. For with what judgment you judge, you will be
judged.O The quality of our spirit as we look at others judges, not
the other person, but us. If we look at others with a critical spirit we
put ourselves in that hell. We need to observe your intentions as we
look at others

And we need to pay attention to our thoughts. OThe basic
assumptions a person makes, even when completely false, govern
him.O (AC 129) What is our guiding thought about others? Are we
assuming they did something wrong, that they are power hungry,
that they meant what they did? ThatOs not thinking from the Word,
because thinking from the Word involves assuming good motives,
exercising restraint and charity.

Here is another powerful statement about gossip: OThose who are
honest are unwilling to say or even think anything unless they are
willing to let others know it, indeed all others, even the whole of
heaven.O (AC 7747) What if we could hold ourselves to that
heavenly standard for what we say and even think about others?
This world would be a much nicer place!

In the end, the issue of gossip is sinple: Are we bringing the Lord
and the angels into our conversation and thinking? Are we
speaking with sincerity and kindness? (EJB)
