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Sermon Review 
 

ARE YOUR SENSES SERVING YOU WELL? 
Bryn Athyn Cathedral, Rev. Philip B. Schnarr 

August 22, 2010  
 

“It came to pass after these things that the butler and the baker of the 
king of Egypt offended their lord, the king of Egypt.  And Pharaoh 
was angry with his two officers, the chief butler and the chief baker.  
So he put them in custody in the house of the captain of the guard, in 
the prison, the place where Joseph was confined (Gen. 40: 1-3). 
 
In each of our minds we have both a butler and a baker.  And 
above them, governing them, we should also have a Pharaoh 
whom they are meant to serve.  The butler and baker are those 
parts of our natural mind which take in, are fed, information 
from our five senses that rely on physical sensation, physical 
evidence and information collected to make sense of the world 
around us and to feel the pleasures of life…such as we get from 
eating and drinking. The butler is the intellectual power we 
gain from the things we have learned.  In contrast, the baker 
stands for the power of our will attached to the delights we feel 
from our senses.   
 
Pharaoh also has a special meaning in the context of this 
particular story.  As Pharaoh is superior to the butler and the 
baker, the Pharaoh part of our mind lies above our material 
thoughts and feelings.  It’s the power of our mind to weigh the 
facts about a situation and also look for rational insights under 
the guidance of higher levels of our thinking and our 
conscience. When this order gets out of sync. bad things can 
happen to us. 
 
The butler and baker of our minds are called to serve a higher 
authority and must not become an authority unto themselves.  
If the things we take in through our senses attempt to assert 
themselves too strongly, they need to be bound in prison or 
brought back into proper order.  In other words, when we find 
ourselves taken over or controlled by worldly ideas or sensual 
pleasures it’s a signal that something must be done to get our 
lower self in line with sound rational and spiritual principles 
that come from the Lord as our higher authority. 
 
The Lord is not saying that our physical sensations are corrupt 
in themselves.  It's the thoughts and insights, the affections and 
the desires that depend on them and arise from them that are 
easily corrupted (AC 5094).  What really matters is that we use 
the input from our senses to make good decisions on what to 
believe and how to live.                                                            (PBS)

DEAR FAMILY and FRIENDS: 
 This is Sunday and the first time I have with Khalid’s 
computer to communicate. Yes, all is very well, but not 
uneventful. I’m very happy to be here at the church with 
much good content and singing. God and the truths He has 
provided are very much part of their lives here at all levels of 
our campus and with Christianity around them, speaking of 
God and hearing our truths have real value.   
 The trip was kind of hard. I thought it would be easier 
to be met in Nairobi and travel from there .instead of 
sleeping 12 hours at the airport. Well it took 3 hours for 
immigration, .then a lost bag [all now here]. Khalid met me 
and we stayed at a hotel [1 star] and planned to taxi at 12. 
Well, about 2 we left for 6 hours of travel - no leg room and 6 
hours of pained leg and knee cramps.  I survived but swore I 
would not do it that way again.   
 This first week I have been on my own.  Two days after 
arriving, Khalid had the very sad misfortune of driving a 
newly purchased van and striking a motor cycle killing 1 of 2 
[it did a U turn in front of him] so he has had a challenging 
week.  I have been spending some time at court with him.   
 I've been doing a correction of some of the construction.  
Monday we start to pour the second floor which will take 
about 2 weeks. We started another single classroom and .the 
work done by Thomas has been very good.  The pavilion is 
great ...[saw some improvements of worship area and vents]. 
The new inverter works great so we can use all the electric 
tools we have [saws and drills etc.] and still have  power.  
We have 110v and 12 volt power.  We need to rebuild the 
220v. 
  My emphasis for two months is to promote two steps 
forward and only one back instead of visa versa. While I was 
at home, much of the electric has been disassembled.  All 
trees/shrubs planted are destroyed.  We need better campus 
management and a good maintenance /handyman.  I don't 
know if that exists here.  As you can imagine, I have had a 
few things to say! We now have 245 students in school – the 
high school is still being planned. 
 Two girls here from Australia do a lot with our 55 
resident kids.  Next week I’ll have a wiener roast for the 12 
high school kids home on holiday.  They may each bring a 
friend.  The weather is cool 70's and rains are returning.  All 
is green and lush. 
  Monday I hope to install my own computer to satellite.

The 
mysterious 4-story, light grey building adjoining Burger 
King in Willow Grove is actually the Eastern Montgomery 
County Court House Annex. This singular offshoot of the 
Norristown Courthouse Prothonotary replicates many 
courthouse services. Utilizing the Annex can expedite time-
sensitive records access and filing, and eliminate mail 
worries and driving to Norristown. As adjunct Prothonotary, 
the Annex is able to access divorce records, name changes, 
recorded judgments, suits and liens, and produce certified 
copies. For new records filing, original in-hand documents 
are scanned and returned on-the-spot. As a Passport 
Acceptance Facility, the Annex reviews and accepts 
applications then forwards them to Norristown (both cash 
and check are required to process). Applications for birth 
and death certificates are available. Marriage certificates and 
recorded deeds require direct communication with 
Norristown. Bring proper ID: friendly helpful Annex staff 
will direct you through the process. The Eastern 
Montgomery County Court House Annex is located on York 
Road in Willow Grove across from the train station. Hours 
are 9 to 5 for legal filing and for passport applications (hours 
are strictly observed). District Court shares the building and 
uses the other entrance. On-site parking is available, but cars 
parked at Burger King or Weinrich’s have been towed.
